Contempt of court—Charges of indecent assault—Impartiality of trial judge questioned—Statements by accused at trial do not constitute contempt of court—Contempt of court procedure not followed.

APPEAL from a judgment of the Court of Appeal of Quebec dismissing the appellant’s appeal from his conviction of contempt of court by a judge of the Court of the Sessions of the Peace. Appeal allowed.
